HiSET (HIGH SCHOOL EQUIVALENCY TEST)

Whether you want to pursue a career or attend college, earning a high school equivalency
credential is more important than ever. The HiSET exam is an assessment of skills and
knowledge comparable to those of a high school graduate and is an alternative for those
who, for a variety of reasons, are unable to finish high school.

These classes are for people who are not currently enrolled in high school or have not
received their high school diploma and would like to take steps to complete their
education.

The Youth Outreach Program (YOP), made available by Greater Fall River RE-CREATION,
provides services to at-risk youth in the City of Fall River including youth violence and
gang activity prevention and intervention. These services include assistance with
counseling services, education, employment, and pro-social activities. The goal of the
YOP is to provide a safe alternative for the youth to make positive changes in their lives.

The Youth Outreach Program works in collaboration with numerous partner organizations
to build long-term relationships, provide services, and help families.

Our Youth Outreach workers aim to build strong long-term relationships with youth most
at-risk for violence and gang activity to build mentoring relationships and to identify
strengths and areas of need.

Youth Outreach workers are skilled in linking our youth to pro-social services, activities,
and at linking youth and their families to appropriate services that provide positive
alternatives to destructive behaviors.

FAMILY SERVICE ASSOCIATION

Family Service Association has been awarded a contract from the Department of Children
& Families (DCF) and the Executive Office of Health and Human Services (EOHHS) to
provide a Family Resource Center for the Greater Fall River Community. The Family
Resource Center is a community-based, culturally competent program that provides
evidence-based parent education groups, information and referral, mentoring, educational
support, and other opportunities for children and families. Family Resource Centers also
provide services specific to Children Requiring Assistance (CRA) who are having serious
problems at home and at school, including runaways, truants, and sexually exploited
children.

YOUTH BUILD FALL RIVER

Old Colony YMCA Youth Build Fall River is a comprehensive youth development program
that allows young people between the ages of 16 and 24 who have not been successful in
school or the workplace an opportunity to plot a new course for their lives. Students
alternate weeks between an academic setting and a vocational one. They are working
toward the attainment of their GED while learning vocational skills that will prepare them for
future employment. The students will complete the construction of new single family
“green-built” home that will be sold to a low income, first-time homeowner.
